Global Leadership Academy is proud to announce that the Grade 12 Class of 2025 has once again 
achieved a 100% National Senior Certificate (NSC) matric pass rate, continuing the school’s strong 
record of consecutive years of full pass results. 

A total of 87 Grade 12 candidates wrote the NSC examinations, achieving a combined total of 92 
distinctions. The class attained an overall average of 65.2%, reflecting consistent effort and 
commitment across a diverse academic offering. 

Strong subject performances were recorded in several areas, including: 

 Life Orientation – 80.52% 
 Dramatic Arts – 75.67% 
 Visual Arts – 73.89% 
 Information Technology – 71.3% 
 Tourism – 71.2% 
 Mathematical Literacy – 70.22%
